Player and Parent Guidelines
I want to highlight some guidelines for players and parents.  In my experienced the following reminders have been helpful in making sure we are prepared for competition and behaving in a manner consistent with our values.  I have not observed anything that is contrary to these guidelines so far.  I just thought it would be a nice reminder.  

Practices
Players need to arrive at least 15 minutes before the start of practice to stretch, warm up, and socialize. 
Players need to arrive with a properly inflated soccer ball. 
Parents are welcome to watch practices but may not coach
Players that have an injury that prevents them from participating in practice should stay home until they are well enough to play. 
Players are not allowed to speak or distract other players while the coach is instructing. 
Players are expected to jog from activity to activity and activity to rest area. No walking. 
Players should ask questions when they do not understand a concept or instruction. 
Players must respect teammates and coaches. 
Games
Players need to arrive at the game field in uniform with properly inflated ball at least 45 minutes before game time. 
Parents are encouraged to bring a tent for the players to every game. 
Parents are expected to remain in the designated spectator area while watching the game. 
Parents should cheer for the team and encourage their child without shouting specific instructions or criticism. 
Parents may not speak to or about our opponents, coaches, opposing parents, or referees during a game. 
The coach will not discuss playing time, positions, or any other issue immediately after the game. If you have an issue, please speak to the coach in private at least four hours after the game.
Players will remain at the field for a cool down and team discussion after each game. This will last 15-20 minutes. 
Tournaments
All players are encouraged to stay at the same hotel or lodging at all tournaments. If extenuating circumstances occur (family living in same town, home ownership in same town, etc), the player is expected to be in attendance at all team functions, including things such as team meetings, dinners, breakfast, etc.  
Players are required to bring all uniforms and equipment to tournaments. 
Players are prohibited from physical activities between games at tournaments. Players should rest for the next game.
Players may not use cell phones or other electronic devices during team functions at tournaments.
Players are not allowed to engage in running, shouting, or horseplay at the hotel during tournaments. You are representing your club, coaches, and families when in public. 
Players and the coach will eat dinner together at least one night (usually Saturday) during tournaments. Parents may eat at the same restaurant, but may not eat at the team table at this time. 
Players will have a curfew of 9:30 or 10:00 at each tournament. Players must go to the room that they will be sleeping in at curfew time to prepare for bed. They may not roam the halls or go from room to room after curfew. 
All players are expected to be in attendance at awards ceremonies. 
General
Please refrain from behavior that is detrimental to the team.  Examples include:
· Criticism of players other than your child to your child or in public.
· Shouting instructions or coaching from the parent sideline. 
· Verbal or physical confrontation with opposing parents, coaches, players, or referees. 
· Allowing your child to say disparaging things about another player or allowing a small group to verbally attack a teammate.
